P: The project is organized by Moscow Ecological Center Zapovedniks and Baikal’sky National Reserve. The Reserve is situated on the south shore of Lake Baikal in Buriatia Republic near the central part of Khamar-Daban range. The main aim of the camp – to build historical- ecological-education path for youth and children «Survive in wild nature».   
L: The camp place is in the taiga meadow on the Osinovka River bank. The nearest settlement Tankhoi, civilization and Lake Baikal within 3 km. 

W: Building the historical- ecological- education surviving track for youth and children «Survive in wild nature»; landscape improvement around the camp place. Vols will be expected to work no more than 6 hours in day, 5 days in week.
A: In the tents. Cooking together for themselves on an open fire, use an Osinovka River as a bath. Banya (Russian sauna) is provided. Toilet is outside and very simple. No electricity. As the camp place a bit far from civilization, your ideas for evening programs more then welcome! 
S: Excursions on the territory of Reserve with waterfalls and rocks, the Nature Museum, ethnographical excursion, lecture and films about fauna and flora of this region; 2days study tour  up to the Mountains; Buddhist Monastery. Participants learn a lot of interesting about history, traditions and culture of Buriatia. 

T: Irkutsk or Ulan-Ude airport or train station. 

X: We’re looking for a possibility to make free invitations but be ready to pay about 20 euro for the invitation (tourist visa up to 30 days). 
Q: This camp is ONLY for the wild nature lovers; for healthy and rich of spirit persons, who want to test themselves in extreme conditions of wild nature.
